DESCRIPTION:

This stand is used to store E and F couplers in an upright position when they are removed from the draft arm.  It has no other intended uses.
INSTRUCTIONS FOR USE:

ALUMINUM COUPLER STAND:

WARNING: Ensure Blue Flag protection is applied in accordance with current operating rules before fouling any track or performing any type of repair work. 

WARNING: Ensure freight car(s) is/are properly secured with hand brakes before attempting to perform remove the coupler or perform other repairs.
1. Inspect the stand prior to use. The Delrin pad must be in place and tightly secured. If broken welds or other defects are found, remove the stand from service (Figure 1).   

2. Place the stand in an area close to the coupler to be removed. Try to position the stand so that it does not create a tripping hazard. 
3. Remove the coupler from the freight car. Move the coupler to the stand, placing the coupler shank in the cradle. Make sure the shank is centered in the stand before lowering it to prevent damage to the stand cradle (Figure 2).   
4. When repairs have been completed, pick the coupler up off the stand and place it back into the freight car. 
5. Place the coupler stand back into its normal place of storage.
