DESCRIPTION:

This tool is designed to remove or install freight car truck center pins. It has no other intended uses.  
INSTRUCTIONS FOR USE:

FREIGHT CAR TRUCK CENTER PIN REMOVAL TOOL:

WARNING: Ensure the freight car(s) is/are properly secured with hand brakes and/or chocks before attempting to perform any type of repairs. 

WARNING: Ensure Blue Flag protection is set in accordance with current operating rules before fouling any track or performing any type of repairs. 

1. Inspect the fixture for defects prior to use. Make sure there are no cracks in any of the welds, and the handle is not deformed or bent. The gripping screw mechanism must be working freely. 

2. Turn the tool handle counter-clockwise to loosen the gripping screw so it will easily fit over the center pin (Figure 1). 
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3. Place the tool over the center pin, and secure the pin to the tool by turning the tool handle clockwise to tighten the gripping screw. Only use hand pressure when tightening the handle (Figure 2). 

4. Pull the tool upward and completely remove the center pin from the bolster (Figure 2).

5. Turn the tool handle counter-clockwise to loosen the gripping screw, and remove the center pin from the tool. 

6. Reverse the procedure to place the center pin back into the bolster.

7. Remove all blue flag protection, chocks, and release the hand brake if the freight car is ready to return to service.
